The curriculum implementation feedback mechanism commenced in January 2011 and has already had quite a few responses for Renal Medicine. The feedback will be compiled into a report which will be presented to the Renal SAC by the SAC curriculum lead this  summer.  In addition to discussing what actions are required in response to this feedback,  the Curriculum Project Manager of  Joint Royal Colleges of Physicians Training Board has contacted the Curriculum Committee to discuss the influx of new topics which have been sent to the GMC/ JRCPTB with a request to incorporate into the specialty curricula. At present there are 8 such topics (for example patient safety, transition of paediatric to adult services, genomic medicine). These topics will be discussed and evaluated and an appropriate action plan devised if it is agreed that they should be incorporated into the renal speciality curriculum.
